Changes in Ownership - Review

• Administrative Rule 810-5-75-.40

• County Memo 2012-25

The name of the owner(s) to be shown on the application for certificate of title shall be the 

legal name of the owner(s)…. Where the owner is doing business under a trade name, the 

trade name may be shown following the name of the individual owner. (i.e. Wentworth, Jason DBA 

Wentworth Trucking)



Abandoned Motor Vehicle - Review

• Requesting party as shown on abandoned motor vehicle record request 

response (Form MVT 32-13R) must be listed as seller on the Bill of Sale 

(Form MVT 32-13B).

• Notice of intent to sell

– Written notice sent by certified mail shall be given to the current owner, 

registrants, secured parties, and lienholders of record, if any, for the motor 

vehicle at least 30 days prior to the sale of the vehicle. 

– Notice of the date, time, and place of the sale and a description of the motor 

vehicle to be sold,…shall be given by publication once a week for two 

successive weeks in a newspaper of general circulation in the county in which 

the sale is to be held. 



Abandoned Motor Vehicle - Review

– In counties in which no newspaper is published, notice shall be given by 

posting such notice in a conspicuous place at the courthouse. 

– The first publication or posting, as the case may be, shall be at least 30 days 

before the date of sale.



Amended Administrative Rules

810-5-75-.15    Title Procedure - Application for Replacement Alabama 

Certificate of Title – Effective August 30, 2013

• This rule prescribes the method for applying for a 

replacement certificate of title by all parties other than 

designated agents of the department.  All designated agents 

shall utilize the electronic title database, provided by the 

Department, to apply for replacement certificates of title.  



Satisfaction and Release of Liens

• Act 2013-224- Effective August 1, 2013

• 810-5-75-.21 Title Procedure - Lien or Security Interest Releases and 

Continuous Perfection of Lien or Security Interests – Effective August 30, 

2013.

• County Memo 2013-15

Satisfaction of security interest for vehicles 12 model years old or older:

a. Lien or security interest shall be considered satisfied and release shall 

not be required after four years from date of the security agreement as 

recorded on the certificate of title. 

b. Exceptions for security interest listed on:

i. Certificates of titles for travel trailers

ii. Vehicles that weigh more than 12,000 pounds gross weight



Amended Administrative Rules

• This rule  provides the procedures for executing lien releases 

for liens and security interests in motor vehicles and 

manufactured homes for which certificates of title are 

required. The rule also provides procedures for continuous 

perfection of a lien or security interest, otherwise subject to 

release, pursuant to Section 32-8-64.2, Code of Alabama 

1975.



Amended Administrative Rules

810-5-75-.39 Altered Documents

• If an assignment of title contains an error, Form        MVT 5-7, 

Affidavit of Correction to a Document to Support an 

Application for Certificate of Title, shall be completed to 

correct the assignment.

Amended Administrative Rules

810-5-75-.68 Title Procedure –Exemptions from Titling, Effective 

November 27, 2012.

• Effective January 1, 2013, no certificate of title shall be issued for a motor-

driven cycle as defined in Section 32-1-1.1, Code of Alabama 1975. A 

motor-driven cycle is defined as every motorcycle, including every motor 

scooter, with a motor which produces not to exceed five brake 

horsepower nor to exceed 150 cubic centimeter engine displacement, and 

weighs less than 200 pounds fully equipped, and every bicycle with motor 

attached.



Amended Administrative Rules

• Every motor-driven cycle is required to have a vehicle emission control 

information label. This label includes the engine displacement. The label 

should be permanently affixed to the cycle and be readily accessible. 

Locations may vary. However, the most common locations are under the 

seat and on the frame rails. In addition, the MSO should contain the 

engine displacement. If the MSO is not available and the decal has been 

removed or altered so that it is unreadable, the engine displacement may 

be established using a title history that included the MSO or a statement 

from the manufacturer attesting to the cycle's engine displacement.

Amended Administrative Rules

810-5-75-.52 Designated Agent - Dealer, Financial Institution, Pawnshop 

and Insurance Company Appointments, Effective February 14, 2013

• Permits insurance companies, legally authorized to do business in 

Alabama and having a place of business in Alabama, to become 

designated agents of the Department. As designated agents, these 

companies could then utilize the electronic title application processing 

system (ETAPS) to apply for certificates of title.



Designated Agent Requirements  Review

• Section 32-8-34 (b), Code of Alabama 1975, requires that every dealer

shall be a designated agent of the Department. 

• New dealers have 60 days to become designated agents.

• Title loan/pawn lenders are required to become designated agents.

• Financial Institution will be required to become designated agents of the 

Department later this year.  A county memo will be published with the 

effective date.

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Regulatory Review



Act 2013-398

• Effective:  January 1, 2014

• Amends code section:  32-6-111.2

• National Guard License Plates

• Net proceeds from additional fee 

– To National Guard Foundation instead of Historical Society

– Foundation use funds for furtherance of program and purposes



Act 2013-398

• Effective:  January 1, 2014

• Amends code section:  32-6-64

• Legislative Oversight Committee (LOC) may consider 

motorcycle license plate applications

• Must have same design as passenger plates

• Pre-commitments cannot be combined with passenger 

plate to meet requirements  

• Quantity Class 2 designs only



Act 2013- 398

• Effective:  January 1, 2014

• Amends code section:  32-6-64

• Pre-commitment process for distinctive license plates

- Launched January 1, 2014

• Registrant submits pre-commitment to ADOR 

– Licensing officials no longer accept applications

– Registrants electronically submit and pay for pre-commitment

• Organizations not meeting pre-commitment

– Organizations with unsuccessful campaigns must wait 1 year to 
reapply



Act 2013-398

• Effective:  January 1, 2014

• Amends code section:  32-6-67

• Legislative Oversight Committee (LOC) Process

• LOC may consider out-of-state college/university plate 

applications (32-6-64)

• Amends code section:  32-6-68

• Distribution of Distinctive Plate Additional Fees ($50.00)

• Remainder distributed to State General Fund ($46.25)



Act 2013- 398

• Effective:  January 1, 2014

• Amends code section:  32-6-270         

• Fire Fighter License Plate

• Amends definition of retired volunteer firefighter

– Includes volunteer firefighters retired from out-of-state volunteer 
fire departments and are residents of this state

• Amends code section:  32-6-272

• AL Forestry Commission adds qualifying individuals to 

retired volunteer firefighter list (see MVD webpage for link)

– Firefighters omitted from list must present proof of membership 
in volunteer fire department

• Certificate signed by chief on AL Forestry Commission form



Act 2013- 398
• Effective:  January 1, 2014

• New code section

• Law Enforcement Memorial License Plate

• Personal passenger or pleasure motor vehicle

• Annual additional fee of $50.00

– $25.00 State Law Enforcement Memorial

– $25.00 State General Fund

• Plates available to any supporter

• Design by State Law Enforcement Memorial officials in 

Anniston

– LOC & Revenue approve plate design

• Honors law enforcement officers killed in the line of duty 



Act 2013-190

• Effective:  January 1, 2014

• Breast Cancer Research motorcycle 

plates (PROS)

• Additional fee: $50.00 annually

• Available to all supporters 

• May be personalized

• Breast Cancer Research Foundation  

of AL

• Same design as passenger plate 

• Valid as long as passenger plate 

exists



2014 Pre-Filed Bills

• HB60-Reps. Hurst and Fincher

• SB26- Senators Dial and Whatley

• Amends Section 40-12-248

• Removes F4 plate restriction for truck tractors for 

farmers

• Currently only one plate can be obtained

• Permits unlimited plate purchases

2014 Pre-Filed Bills

• HB112-Rep. DeMarco

• Amends Act 2012-196

• Permits cities in Jefferson County to issue license plates

• Exception: If a vehicle has not been previously 

registered in this state by or in the name of the current 

vehicle owner.

• Must be resident of the city

• Annual additional fee of $5 used for the operations of city 

licensing official’s office

• Exemption from penalty and interest charges for military 

personnel deployed for any part of the renewal month

• Exception: Discharged as “dishonorable” or “other than 

honorable”

• Evidence of deployment

-military deployment orders, gov’t. issued statement of 

service letter, form DD214, letter from unit commander 

certifying deployment ending date

• Must renew registration within 30 calendar days of end 

of deployment
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
